
Year 5 and 6
Oracy
· Prepare and practise a simple conversation re-using familiar vocabulary and structures in new contexts
Children are given practice in using a variety of questions and answers, and in creating spoken sentences that include nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, conjunctions and prepositions.
· Understand and express simple opinion

Children have opportunities to express annoyance, surprise, disappointment and joy, as well as likes and dislikes when talking about food.
· Listen attentively and understand more complex phrases and sentences

Children have frequent opportunities to listen to: 

· story books, in order to sustain the skill of listening to narrative in a social setting;
· non-fiction texts about the universe, linking to Science Unit 5E on Earth, Sun and Moon and to the Music Unit 18 Journey into space;
· sets of instructions in sequential steps for making origami planes and boats;
· songs by Henri Dès, used as background music for games or short physical or kinaesthetic activities and as a resource for linguistic progression;
· songs by France Gall, used as background music for daily keep-fit routines, encouraging the children to be active to music, linking with Science Unit 5A Keeping Healthy;
· traditional French songs.
Children also have the opportunity to watch a short film on DVD - L’enfant au grelot - with a French soundtrack and optional French subtitles.

· Prepare a short presentation on a familiar topic
Children have opportunities to memorise and recite a selection of short, spoken texts, e.g. a short story or section of a story, a short piece of non-fiction text on an aspect of the universe, a set of origami instructions, a song by Henri Dès, a song by France Gall, a traditional song, a shopping list and a description such as a scene that they can see or hear.
Literacy
· Re-read frequently a variety of short texts

Children have opportunities to re-read a range of fiction and non-fiction texts, traditional songs and songs by Henri Dès and France Gall.  Children become increasingly with the full range of phonemes and graphemes and enabling them to pronounce and spell syllables, words, phrases and sentences.
· Make simple sentences and short texts

Children have opportunities to create in written form some of the sentences that they practise orally, using nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, conjunctions and prepositions.  They use writing frames and develop experience through dictation exercises.
· Write words, phrases and short sentences, using a reference source

Children continue to develop dictionary skills, learning how to use a more sophisticated dictionary and to understand the key elements of a bilingual dictionary entry.  They use a dictionary regularly in order to check spellings, identify phonetic spellings, identify word classes and find translations.

Intercultural Understanding
· Compare symbols, objects or products which represent their own culture with those of another country

Children have opportunities to learn about and to sample French food in a social setting, especially appetisers eaten with bread and fresh raw vegetables, linking with Science Unit 5A Keeping Healthy.

They identify traditional regional products such as bottled water from France and the UK, Vichy pastilles, Nougat de Montelimar, Harrogate Toffee and Grasmere Gingerbread.

They become familiar with the currencies of France and the UK: the Euro and Sterling.
They have opportunities to learn and perform traditional French dances as well as folk dances from the UK - which links with Dance Activities in the primary PE curriculum.

They continue to learn traditional French songs, and have opportunities to learn and perform traditional folk songs from across the UK, which can help to provide a basis for Music unit 19: Songwriter - Exploring lyrics and melody.
They become familiar with the music of Erik Satie, and with paintings by the artists Gaugin, Manet and Pissaro.
They have opportunities to listen to music written by classical composers of the UK, such as Vaughan Williams, Stanford and Elgar.
· Look at further aspects of their everyday lives from the perspective of someone from another country

Children prepare themselves to talk to a non-native speaker visiting the class, considering the communication skills needed when speaking, e.g. speaking slowly and clearly and the use of intonation and gesture.  This scheme addresses and challenges stereotypical views of the world, such as focusing on the different ways in which people speak, and asks the children to imagine how visitors might feel when visiting their class.  They consider an aspect of everyday life - sport - and how it is perceived within different groups and communities.
· Recognise similarities and differences between places

Children have opportunities to look closely at the French town of Vichy and its surroundings and to make comparisons with the Yorkshire Dales and with their own region or locality.
Using the Scheme of Work in Year 5

The Year 5 Scheme of Work is the third in the series of Catherine Cheater Schemes of Work for French in Key Stage 2.  It consolidates and builds on what has been taught in the Years 3 and 4 Schemes of Work.  They each provide teachers with a structure and a recommended set of resources through which the expectations of the Key Stage 2 Framework for Languages can be met.  In order to make planning as easy as possible the entire scheme is included on an accompanying CD so that teachers can easily adapt the lessons and parcels.
Methodology

A broad methodology is indicated in the lesson plans and parcels, but if this does not fit in with the personal teaching style of the teacher it should be put aside so that the teacher can direct activities in his or her own way, while still thinking about what the children need to do.

Skills development
The emphasis in Year 3 is very much on developing listening skills, closely followed by speaking skills; this is why there is a clear focus on storytelling, finger rhymes and singing traditional songs.
In Year 4 the teacher continues to develop the children’s listening and speaking skills through storytelling, songs and finger rhymes.  However, the emphasis now shifts to developing an understanding of basic French grammar such as knowledge of word classes, agreements and some verb forms.
In Year 5 and 6 there is a strong emphasis on the development of fundamental reading and writing skills rooted in phonics, and training in how to use a dictionary.  The teacher uses story books, modern and traditional songs and non-fiction texts to sustain the development of oracy and literacy skills.  The children have opportunities create complex spoken sentences and to write using writing frames, creating sentences with nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs and conjunctions.  
Developing Reading Skills

A core focus in each lesson is the development of reading skills by means of a structured reading scheme. Throughout Years 5 and 6 the structured reading scheme will introduce all the phonemes together with all the spelling patterns.  This aims to help the children to read all kinds of texts with accurate pronunciation and a degree of fluency.
In order to develop good intonation and enunciation the children continue to listen to story books and also start to read story books to others.  In year 5 the children read stories to Year 3 children, and in Year 6 they read stories to Year 4 children.

The structured reading scheme in the core of Year 5 lessons is Méthode de lecture pour apprendre à lire pas à pas.  The children are introduced to the phoneme, then to words, short phrases and sentences.  In order to support the teacher in modelling the phonemes, words and sentences with accurate pronunciation, a PowerPoint presentation in included on the Year 5 Scheme of Work CD Rom which includes native-speaker sound files.

In the grapheme ch, the two letters ¢ and h represent the sound “ch”. This
French phoneme makes the same sound as sh in English. We can hear it in
French words that we know well, like Charlotte and chateau. In certain names
(e.g. Christine) and scientific words, ch can sometimes be pronounced “k".
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When using Méthode de lecture pour apprendre à lire pas à pas the children will need access to a copy of the book.
Some teachers might prefer to use Le Manuel Phonique to develop reading skills.  In this case an alternative set of lesson plans and parcels can be printed from the CD, and a supporting PowerPoint with sound files is also available.
Linguistic Progression, vocabulary and sentence building
Although some core vocabulary is taught, children in Year 5 have a great deal of autonomy over their vocabulary learning.  The vocabulary that is taught in lessons is carefully chosen and is used specifically to help the children develop word level and sentence level skills.

The children are now learning a large amount of vocabulary through other means: in songs (France Gall, Henri Dès), from DVD (Mon Âne, L’enfant au grelot), from the structured reading scheme, from story books, and from non-fiction texts such as L’Univers and Origami.
The children are also becoming more able to use a bilingual dictionary accurately, to look up the meaning of unfamiliar words.

The children have developed a core of vocabulary which they can identify by its word class.  They are developing an increasing understanding of how to build simple and more complex sentences, and a clear understanding of syntax. Their sentence building skills are considerably enhanced by their exposure to story books and non-fiction texts since Year 3.

To support the class teacher in teaching vocabulary and sentence building skills, Language PowerPoints are included: Language PowerPoint 1 (Lessons 1 - 10), Language PowerPoint 2 (lessons 11 - 20) and Language PowerPoint 3 (Lessons 21 - 30).  These provide instant templates for presenting and practising the language.

Dictionary Skills

In years 3 and 4 the children learned about the purpose of a bilingual dictionary, and developed the sequencing skills necessary for locating headwords, using a simple bilingual dictionary (e.g. Collins First Time French Dictionary).

In Years 5 and 6 they rely on a dictionary to help them find the meaning of unfamiliar words.  The emphasis is on identifying and understanding each element of a dictionary entry so that they can find the information they need.  They use a more sophisticated dictionary (e.g. Collins Pocket French Dictionary).
